POLICY and OTHER REGULATIONS
The Policy of the Hostel applies to the students living in the Hostel and their guests and other guests, adults, teachers and tourists temporarily accommodated in the Hostel.

I. Moving in and out in the Hostel,
1. The time of moving in, and other conditions are regulated in the individual Lease Contract on the Usage of an Accommodation in a private Student Hostel – hereinafter individual contract - . 
2. Students living in the hostel are obliged to sign the Individual Contract, and shall study and observe and make observed by others the prescribed fire protection regulations, the accident protection regulations, regulations for the safety of works, and the Policy.

3. The requests of the Students will be taken into account by the management of the Hostel at the time of preparing the room roster. 
4. The student is only allowed to move into the room set for him/her by the management. Changing of the room roster without permission shall be deemed as breach of the contract and may result to termination of the contract by immediate effect. 
The Student shall make a notification on his/her residency in the local Document Office competent. The data sheet for notification will be sign by the manager of the Hostel as the Landlord. 
5. Not using the accommodation for a longer period of time despite a signed Individual Contract shall not affect payment obligation and the obligation for payment of the Rent until the end of the fixed period written in the contract in such cases remains the same with no regard to the fact of non usage. 
6. At the time of moving in the room (equipment and condition) shall be taken over in accordance with the room inventory, Tenants of the units are jointly responsible for the commonly used items listed in the room inventory. Taking over of the items of the equipment provided to the Student – room keys, quilt, pillow, other things – shall be made on a personal data sheet. The Student shall be liable for all those items. 

7. Students moving out of the Hostel must report themselves to the manager of the Hostel. Conditions of moving out: lapse of the fixed period of time written in the Individual Contract or, in cases of the Landlords notice of termination within the period of time written in the contract. 
Upon moving out the student shall deregister from the address of Hostel.  
Because the scope of the individual contract is the authorisation of accommodation in a student hostel, regulations of the Law on Residential Lease shall not be relevant; the Parties mutually foreclose the application of the law written above. In the event of the termination of the lease contract the Student shall move out of the room without any claims for quartering does not require any quartering. Should the Student fail to perform its obligation above to leave the room after termination of the contract, the Hostel Manager may close the room, and take over the keys from the breaching party, who is obliged to handle them over. In such cases the Hostel may change the door lock, and take the personal belongings left in the room to an adequate place, and safeguard them at the cost of the Student. The reason behind all this is that the Student expressly declares in the Individual Contract, that it has a permanent address with a possibility to reside. 
8. The order of moving in and moving out at the end of the semester and at the end of the year is regulated in the Individual Contract 10. At the time of moving out in the end of the student year every Student moving out shall hand over the room in a clean condition, the last person moving out shall hand over the room in accordance with the inventory to the Hostel Management. In cases the Student should not leave permanently, but wishes to maintain its room for the next semester, the Student shall sign another individual contract before the deadline of moving out written in the previous Individual Contract. 

II. Order of the Hostel
1. Students shall fully verify their personal identity, and – in cases of foreign students – their right to stay in Hungary at the time if signing the Individual Contract. 

Documents Acceptable: personal ID card with address card, passport, an original copy of Hungarian residence permit or permanent residence permit. EU citizens are permitted to stay in Hungary in accordance with the relevant legal regulations. 
The Student shall verify his/her identity with a student card with a picture or with a passport. One of the documents above should be shown at the reception without prior notice. Any misuse of the student card shall leave to exclusion from the Hostel and termination of the Individual Contract with immediate effect. 
2. Students with admission to the Hostel shall pay a Rent and caution money declared in the Individual Contract for the Services provided by the Hostel. 
3. All Students shall take care of the general order and tidiness of the Hostel. The Tenants are liable for keeping the rooms in order. Common areas are cleaned by the staff of the Hostel. The Students shall ensure their rooms being in a state available for cleaning up, and the staff being able to perform their services without disturbance (cleaning once in a week). Dustbins shall be emptied daily by the Tenants.
4. The Hostel provides change of sheets once in a fortnight at a time published in advance. Changing of sheets will be done by the staff of the Hostel by taking off the used bed linen, and putting on clean sheets. 
5. Throwing or pouring out anything through the windows of the building is prohibited. 
6. All the premises of the Hostel must be used properly in order. Damaging the walls, furniture or doors of the rooms, passageways and common areas of the Hostel or sticking anything onto them is prohibited. Ads or public information can only be placed on the Advertising-boards /in accordance with the order of placement of advertisings/. Placing personal belongings on the passageways is prohibited. 
7. The hostel provides one key to each Student, copying of the keys is PROHIBITED! One shall keep attention to close all doors and windows when leaving the Hostel for weekends or holidays. All lights and electric devices –except for refrigerator - must be off, any damages occurring from failure to comply with the above shall be borne by the Tenant.  
8. The Hostel disclaims any liability for the disappearance, or damaging of Tenants’ belongings in personal use brought into or kept in the Hostel. In addition to the above the Hostel disclaims any liability for the losses of the Tenants’ belongings occurred of reasons beyond the Hostel’s control (force majeure). 

The Hostel hereby draws the attention of the Tenant not to keep cash in the room above the amount of € 200, any money above that amount should be kept in a bank safe. Jewellery, laptops, valuables, important documents, securities, negotiable instruments shall not be kept in the Hostel, those shall be kept in another safe place i.e. kept places or in a bank safe. Should the Tenant breach of the rules above it shall not have any claims for replacement or reimbursement because of the losses occurring.
The Hostel disclaims any liability for the Tenants’ belongings left in the Hostel after moving out. 
The Hostel disclaims any liability for the bicycles left at the bicycle storage. Tenants shall report and show all items above €200 at the signing of the contract, and report them at moving out.
Registry numbers of the reported items shall be noticed in the contract as an addendum. 

9. Lights shall be turned off and taps shall be closed at the time of leaving. 
10. Equipments of the common areas (armchairs, tables, chairs, washing and drying machines etc.) shall not be moved away. 
11. Any damage or malfunction of the Hostel or its equipment shall be immediately reported to the reception of the Hostel. Cases needing urgent attention (pipe failure or malfunction of the washing machine) shall be immediately reported to the reception. 

12. Any damage to the Hostel and its equipment caused by intent or by negligence shall be reimbursed by the person causing such damage. The amount of the damage and the deadline for repairs will be officially stated. 

13. Tenants are jointly responsible for the condition of the common areas. Any damages caused to the passage ways or common areas of each floor – if the person responsible cannot be identified – shall be reimbursed jointly by the Tenants of the floor in question. 
14. Equipments and furniture of the Hostel shall not be taken out of the Hostel.
15. Disabled patients shall be reported by the Tenants of the room at the time of leaving to the Hostel Manager and to the reception, and they must take care of their supervision. Patients with catching disease are not allowed to stay in the Hostel. In urgent matters Students can ask for thermometer or bandage at the reception, and shall ask the reception to send for the doctor. 
16. According to the normal rhythm of life in the Hostel one shall keep quiet between 22.00 and 8.00 allowing peaceful learning and rest. At the time of the exams hours between 8.00 am and 22.00 pm are also deemed to be silent hours. 
17. Radios, recorders, musical instruments, amplifiers, loudspeakers other louding-systems, TV-s are allowed to operate in the Hostel only in accordance with the unwritten rules of common-living, not breaking the peace of the Hostel and the neighbouring area. No device can be operated by put out in the windows. 
18. Deploying, connecting or altering the wires in the Hostel is not allowed, this shall be deemed to be a disciplinary offence. The Directorate of the Hostel shall have competence in such cases. 
19. Students shall acknowledge and observe the rules on fire protection of the Hostel being in force, and verify the knowledge of sucjh rules by their signatures. Manually operated fire alarm devices are placed in the building obligatory to use in case of fire.  In case of fire immediate report to the firehouse (Call: 105)! is obligatory. The person responsible for any false alarms shall bear the costs occurring, and a disciplinary proceeding shall be held against such person. 
20. Smoking in the Hostel is only allowed in the designated smoking areas outside the building. Every Student shall observe the prescribed fire protection regulations, the accident protection regulations, and regulations for the safety of works. The smoke detectors in the rooms and in the common areas will sense the slightest amount of smoke (matches, candles, fumigants, narghile) and activate the alarm sirens, and send signal to the reception service and in the meantime send an alarm at the Aula reception. Should the Student smoke in a place other then the smoking area, or creating smoke by cooking, roasting in the room, and thus any extra costs of the Hostel occurs, the Student shall reimburse all such costs. 
21. The hostel has a 24 hour reception service. The Tenants can enter the hostel any time by showing their student cards. 
22. The students shall be responsible for any damages caused by their computers operated in the Hostel. The Statutes on Informatics of the Hostel declares the order of usage of the computer network of the Hostel. 

23. Common areas of the Hostel are for cultured amusement. Organisers of the programs are responsible for observing the rules of the premises. The conference rooms (big room and smaller meeting room on the ground floor) are only available for a special fee. 
24. Kitchens in the rooms are available for the Students for use. No unwashed dishes or tools shall be kept in the kitchens and rooms. All perishable food shall be kept in the refrigerator, other types or food shall be stored in adequate package in the rooms. Electric cooking devices of the Tenants are only allowed to use is matching the regulations on fire protection and electric protection. 

25. Decorations in the rooms causing damage are not allowed. Therefore no sticking, nailing on doors, walls or windows is allowed. Students are allowed put out pictures and information sheets in the room on the bottom line of their shelves with blue-tech.  

26. Bringing bicycles into the building or into the rooms is not allowed! There is a bicycle-storage on the court of the Hostel with limited capacity, requests shall be reported, and the Hostel is providing places for free until the limit of the capacity. No further bicycles are allowed after the storage is full. The storage must be kept closed. 
No parking is allowed for cars, motorcycles, or other vehicles in the premises of the Hostel because it does not have an inside guarded parking zone. For parking outside the court the rules of the road are relevant. The Hostel disclaims any liability for the disappearance, or damaging of the vehicles in cases of parking outside. 
Bringing in or keeping of live animals on the area of the Hostel is prohibited including aquariums. 
27. Students and visitors shall observe the Policy and fire protection regulations, the accident protection regulations, regulations for the safety of works sanitary regulations.
III. Order of visits. Accommodation of visitors in the Hostel. 
1. Visitors of the Students can visit the Hostel daily between 8.00 and 23.00. Visitors shall handle over their ID card or passport at the reception and report the name of the person who they are visiting and the room number. 
2. Visitors shall respect that the Hostel is the temporary residence of the Students. Their rest and learning or other private activities must not be disturbed.  Visitors shall observe the Policy and other regulations as well. 

3.a./ unexpected visitors of the Students during weekdays (if the student host and the visitor agree) may be accommodated for one night on a student’s place on an extra bed. During weekends (Fridays, Saturdays and Sundays) visitors of the students may be accommodated for two nights with the accordance of the roommates on the bed of the Student travelling home. for periods longer than the above no lodging ticket is available. Students are allowed to accommodate one visitor at a time. The student host is obliged to take care of the accommodation if the visitor. 
3.b./ Lodging-tickets are available for Students to buy at the reception from the person mandated, who will make a record of the data of the visitor in the guestbook (in accordance with the hotel regulations) lodging-tickets shall serve as entrance passes for the period of time marked on them.

Visitors and their ID card with a photo shall be present personally at the check-in. (only the visitor telling his/her host’s name cannot have a lodging-ticket!) 
The name of the Hostel Manager, the student-relation assistants, receptionists can be shown at the reception-desk. 
3.c./ Visitors shall hand-over the lodging ticket at the time of moving-out. 
3.d./ No lodging-ticket is available in arrears!
3.e./ The host shall be fully liable financially or morally for the visitor. 
4. The Hostel is not only for students but because of its type it offers places occasionally for private persons, teachers, tourists, workers, guests of special programs. All those are based on individual contracts signed by the Hostel. The Students acknowledge the information above given by the hostel by signing their Individual Contracts. 

5. Should the Student initiate any orders (food delivery, or other services), the Student shall give the phone number of the unit upon placing the order. Suppliers (couriers, pizza-boys etc) can notify the Student ordering through the entry-phone. Taking over the items ordered is possible on the ground-floor. 

IV. General information
1. Address of the Hostel: Lotus Ifjúsági Szálló /6723 Szeged, Kemes u. 6-8./
2. For tenants of the Hostel washing drying and ironing is possible in the room set for such activity. Steam iron shall be asked at the reception and must be operated with high attention and adequate care. Steam iron shall be taken back to the reception after usage. 
3. Postal packages for the tenants can be taken over at the reception-desk. Tenants will not receive special notices on any packages arrived. Letters with recorded delivery or registered post cannot be taken over by the receptionist, the post shall deliver them according to its own rules. 
4. Bringing onto the Hostel any firearms, ammunition, explosives or radioactive materials, living animals, objects contaminated, or with an unpleasant, strong or penetrative smell, or possibly contagious is PROHIBITED! Furthermore bringing in any object suitable to harm the body or health, or kill anyone especially stubbing or cutting devices with a blade longer than 5cm, axes, sticks other martial-art tools etc. The type of the object and the ban on possession shall not be deemed otherwise because it is used for self defence sports, hobby, tradition-keeping, permitted personal firearms, or if the placing of such objects or chemical or radioactive materials is for study or research reasons. 
On the whole territory of the Hostel –except for the rooms – a built-in security-camera system is operating, storing the records for one month period of time. For the delivery of the records the provisions of the laws on personality rights, civil rights (Civil Code) and criminal laws shall prevail. The Tenant shall not have a copy of the records. Allowing the viewing of the records shall be permitted only at the relevant authorities’ request.
The Hostel Management may terminate the Individual Contract in cases of repeated breach of the Policy or in any case of material breach of the Policy. In cases with reasonable ground the Hostel Manager may refuse to permit the entering of a visitor or the accommodation of visitors. 
The present Policy of the Hostel shall be deemed to have accepted upon the signing of the Individual Contract by all Tenants as binding an valid on them.
